Called and Gifted for Christ 
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Presentation Notes
Context:
ESV Acts 8:1 And Saul approved of his execution. And there arose on that day a great persecution against the church in Jerusalem, and they were all scattered throughout the regions of Judea and Samaria, except the apostles. 
Stephen – 1st martyr
Paul (not Saul) Approving coat holder for the first martyr of the Church. 
Ask for letters to Damascus. Act 9:3
Damascus Road
ON his way to Damascus, on the road, the blinding light from heaven appears. V 3. Falling to the ground, Saul hears a voice, “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting me?” “Who are you, Lord,” replied Saul. “I am Jesus whom you are persecuting,“ came the reply. “But rise, and enter the city, and you will be told what to do.” v 6. 
The men who were with him were speechless. They heard the voice but saw no one. V7
Saul rose from the ground, and although his eyes were open, he saw nothing. So they took him by hand and led him to Damascus. 
After 3 days, he was still wo sight, and ate no food or water. 

Ananias, a disciple living in the city, had a vision one night. The Lord tells him to go to the street called “Straight,” and at the house of Judas look for a man from Tarsus named Saul. He is praying. V10-11.

• Gal 1:15, Jer 1:5, 2 Tim 1:9 
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Chosen with the future in mind.
But the Lord said to him, "Go, for he is a chosen instrument of mine to carry my name before the Gentiles and kings and the children of Israel. (Acts 9:15 ESV)
“chosen” – from before birth, by God’s grace:
 Gal. 1:15 But when he who had set me apart before I was born, and who called me by his grace, (ESV)
 Jer. 1:5 "Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, and before you were born I consecrated you; I appointed you a prophet to the nations." (ESV)

Chosen, not because of what we have done, but because of who we are, and how, who we are can accomplish the works of God. 
Matt. 25:14-15 14 "For it will be like a man going on a journey, who called his servants and entrusted to them his property. 15 To one he gave five talents, to another two, to another one, to each according to his ability. Then he went away. (ESV)

• Acts 9:16 …. For I will show him how much 
he must suffer for the sake of my name." 

• Jn. 15:16 You did not choose me, but I chose 
you and appointed you that you should go 
and bear fruit and that your fruit should 
remain, … 
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Chosen and gifted to bear fruit through his suffering and conversion.
From persecutor to persecuted:
And immediately he proclaimed Jesus in the synagogues, saying, "He is the Son of God." 21 And all who heard him were amazed and said, "Is not this the man who made havoc in Jerusalem of those who called upon this name? And has he not come here for this purpose, to bring them bound before the chief priests?" (Acts 9:20-21 ESV)
Acts 26:18-19  to open their eyes, so that they may turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a place among those who are sanctified by faith in me.' 19 "Therefore, O King Agrippa, I was not disobedient to the heavenly vision, (ESV) … And Agrippa said to Paul, "In a short time would you persuade me to be a Christian?" 29 And Paul said, "Whether short or long, I would to God that not only you but also all who hear me this day might become such as I am-- except for these chains." (Acts 26:28-29 ESV)
